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Emergency Department Billing

Per MHA and Medicaid, the rules for billing for Emergency Department services are as follows:

» When the Bill Type indicates inpatient, neither 0451 nor 0452 may be billed. If the Bill
Type is outpatient, and there is a 0450 revenue code, neither 0451 nor 0452 may be
billed.

> If the claims type is outpatient, and there is not a 0450 code, 0451 may be billed. 0452
may be also be billed, as appropriate.

» 0452 must be billed with 0451. 0452 may not be billed without 0451.
